4.  LTC Lusk opened the meeting and personal introductions were conducted.  The 28 September 2000 IPTP minutes presented and approved.  The final 28 September 2000 IPTP minutes are included as enclosure (1).  Please find all enclosures to these meeting minutes at the IPTP web site http://jitc.fhu.disa.mil.
5.  SCHEDULED BUSINESS:


a.  DSN SWITCH CERTIFICATION TESTING:  Mr. John Gese, JITC, presented a brief which outlined the DSN Interoperability Testing Program and addressed the Army’s concerns on improvements to the JITC testing process from the 28 September IPTP meeting.  At the conclusion of this brief, COL Febuary handed out a draft copy of a Joint Staff message addressing DSN Configuration Management (CM), highlighting the need for tighter DSN CM procedures thus requesting DISA to establish a DSN CCB.  The message was released as two separate messages, one for configuration management (DTG 211213Z NOV 00), and the second for Interoperability certification (DTG 041345Z DEC 00) and are included as enclosures (2) and (3).  COL Ludwig raised the question on how the Army can install minor (non-critical) patches without JITC involvement.  COL Febuary suggested the DSN Configuration Control Board (CCB) be used as the venue to discuss/resolve these matters.  A copy of this brief is included as enclosure (4).
ACTION:
· J6T/DISA – The IPTP recommended the DSN CCB be responsible for 
GSCR updates.
· JITC – Provide an update at the March 2001 IPTP on how the DSN
switch component testing process is improving.

b. AN/TYQ-23V(3) [MCE(P3I)] VERSION 109.8 IATO REQUEST/AF CAF TESTING RESULTS:  Mr. Jerry Eddy, AC2ISRC representative briefed the CAF testing results of MCE 109.8, briefing included as enclosure (5).  Because of the 8 moderate Ops impacts and 6 Critical Ops impacts found during testing, the IPTP questioned the appropriateness of granting the requested IATO.  Air Force intent is to field Version 109.8 with forwarding and voice capability enhancement as an interim until Version 110.3 can complete Service and joint certification testing.  Due to the impact on the Warfighter, the USAF representatives feel that the operator’s are better off using Version 109.8 knowing there are critical errors vice using Version 109.6.  It is the consensus of the panel that an IATO be granted after the following actions are completed: 

ACTION:
· Air Force - Provide a written plan for the way ahead on MCE

interoperability testing certification.  Plan should include timelines, versions, coordination between PM and JITC NLT 30 November 2000.
· Air Force - Provide written explanation of how the Air Force

will ensure operators are trained on the capabilities and limitations of fielded MCR software Versions NLT 30 November 2000.
· JITC Lead/Air Force and JFCOM support – Evaluate operational impact of moderate and significant shortfalls for various fielded MCE version and report back to J6I NLT 30 November 2000.


c.  COMBINED INTEROPERABILITY BRIEF TO THE MCEB.  Mr. Rick Meador, JITC representative briefed the status on Interoperability Testing.  Briefing is included as enclosure (6). 

ACTIONS:
· JS J6/OASD(C3I) review proposed January 2001 JITC MCEB briefing and develop recommendations by 30 November 2000.

· JITC re-brief at 17 January 2001 IPTP
KEY ISSUES:
· Tiered Allied interoperability environment and how it

affects combined interoperability testing.
· Impact of policy issues on combined interoperability 

testing.
· Need for a link between FMS sales, COMSEC release

documents and DISA/JITC participation in CCIBs.

d.  TACTICAL AIRSPACE INTEGRATION SYSTEM (TAIS) (AN/TSQ-221) IATO REQUEST.  Allen Susie presented a briefing requesting an IATO for TAIS.  The IPTP granted an IATO for TAIS to operate on joint and combined TADIL A and B interfaces in a silent mode (receive only) effective 16 November 2000 and expiring on 16 November 2001.  During this period, the TAIS Program Management Office will delineate specific interoperability requirements, schedule certification testing with the JITC, and provide that information to the IPTP NLT 31 January 2001.  Briefing included as enclosure (7).

ACTION:
· IPTP - Issue IATO to Army Aviation and Missile Command, Program Management Office for use of the TAIS for the reception only of TADIL A and B airtrack information.

· Army – Present update on TAIS at May 2001 IPTP following DCX exercise.

· DISA – Prepare and brief recommended language for DoD 5000.2r CONCERNING TEMPs the 17 January 2001 IPTP meeting.
· JITC – Review the revised IATO procedures at the 17 January 2001 IPTP meeting.
