4.  LTC Lusk opened the meeting and personal introductions were conducted.  IPTP minutes of the 13 July 2000 meeting were presented and approved. The final 13 July 2000 IPTP minutes are included as enclosure (1).  Please find all enclosures to these meeting minutes at the IPTP web site http://jitc.fhu.disa.mil.

5.  SCHEDULED BUSINESS:

   
a.  ARMY MANEUVER CONTROL SYSTEM (MCS) – MARINE CORPS TACTICAL COMBAT OPERATIONS (TCO) INTEROPERABILITY.  Mr. Orren Crouch presented a briefing on USJFCOM’s Joint Interoperability and Integration (JI&I) process and role
in MCS/TCO interface development effort.  USJFCOM is providing support across the DOTMLP spectrum, will coordinate the joint interoperability certification with JITC, will task the Joint C4ISR Battle Center (JBC) to provide a Warfighter Assessment of the MCS/TCO Interface and will leverage the JI&I Stability Fund as a programmatic on-ramp to get the capability to the warfighter.  Briefing included as enclosure (2).  

ACTION:

· JFCOM coordinate with Dominant Maneuver JWCA, FIOP lead and MSC2FOSC on CONOPS development and provide test plan briefing to IPTP when finalized.



b.  NON-TACTICAL PRIVATE BRANCH EXCHANGE (PBX) INTEROPERABILITY AND TESTING CONCERNS.  LTC Sam Edelmann (DISC4)

provided a briefing recommending improvements to JITC’s testing process that considers the COTS nature of switch systems being acquired; is manageable and considers current commercial standards, testing and practices; is easy to enforce; is flexible and is thorough and protects the network integrity of the DSN.  The brief also recommended that the Joint Staff policy review to ensure policy requirements are achievable. IPTP reconfirmed that all NSS and ITS were part of the GIG and require testing- includes COTS PBX switches as briefed by USA.  Briefing included as enclosure (3).  

ACTION: 

· JITC provide briefing to the IPTP on DSN interoperability testing program and process and address the Army’s concerns during Nov 16 IPTP.

· J6T lead w/ TJTN and DISA support determine level of DSN switch testing required.  This will include specified DSN functional requirements as determined by switch category. 


c. AEGIS 5.3.7/C2P M5R5 JOINT CERTIFICATION PLAN.  Mr. Fran Bonner presented a briefing on the joint certification plan.  Navy has made 18 changes to C2P and connectivity issues have been resolved since the November 1999 joint interoperability certification test event.  Plan is on track with pretest conference scheduled for 15 and 16 November 2000.  Briefing included as enclosure (4).


d. SERVICE SUPPORT TO JFCOM SPONSORED DEPLOYED INTEROPERABILITY COMMUNICATIONS EXERCISE (DICE).   Mr. Bob Hickman presented briefing on Service support to DICE.  Key issue is requirement for Army and Air Force system participation to achieve exercise objectives.  Briefing included as enclosure (5).

ACTION:

· Army representatives report to IPTP EA NLT 06 October 2000 on TTC-50 participation in DICE 01. 

· Air Force representatives report to IPTP EA NLT 06 October 2000 on TTC 39V4, CGS-100 and MTM participation in DICE 01.

· JS J6 provide formal request for participation to Services as required – pending Service IPTP representatives response above. 


e.  JITC FY 01 COMBINED INTEROPERABILITY PROGRAM.  Mr. Mike Lynch presented briefing on JITC’s combined interoperability requirements identification and prioritization process.  This program resulted from a CINC-driven request for JITC support and funding DISA received from the FY 99 Program Decision Memorandum to establish a combined interoperability test and standards program.  Briefing included as enclosure (6).   

ACTION:

· JS J6 and JFCOM work with JITC to prioritize combined testing support to CINCs.


f.  AN/TYQ-23V(3) [MCE(P3I)] VERSION 109.8 IATO REQUEST.  AC2ISRC representative requested IATO for fielding of S/W version 109.8 and waiver from testing requirement.  Air Force intent is to field version 109.8 with voice capability enhancement as an interim until version 110.3 can complete Service and joint certification testing.  Briefing included as enclosure (7).  

ACTION:

· IATO not granted for MCE S/W version 109.8 due to uncertain risks associated with introducing this version into the field without joint certification testing.

· JFCOM and JITC in coordination with Air Force and CENTCOM will conduct an operational and risk assessment of S/W version 109.6 and 109.8.  Confirm operational urgency for MCE with voice with CENTCOM.  Report back to JS J6 on recommended way ahead.

· Air Force: 1. Provide input to JFCOM/JITC assessment as required to include rational for not bringing version 109.6 to JITC for testing and what procedural measures taken to overcome lack of voice communications.  2. Provide the results of AF CAF testing to the next meeting of the IPTP.


g.  V-22 OSPREY IATO.  LCDR Tom Ruthenberg presented briefing requesting IATO for V-22 fielding prior to completing joint interoperability certification testing.  USMC recently completed ORD and C4ISP identifying Information Exchange Requirements, Interoperability Key Performance Parameters (IKPPs) and other external interface requirement documents in accordance with May 2000 CJCSI 6212.01b.  Radios planned for the V-22 have been fielded for many years on other platforms but have not been certified to date.  IPTP determined risk was acceptable of allowing uncertified C4 systems on the V-22 to operate in the field.  Briefing included as enclosure (8).

ACTION:
· IPTP Chair:  Issue V-22 Osprey an IATO expiring on 28 September 2001 for fielding of the platform. 

· NAVY:  Schedule V-22 Osprey for joint interoperability testing with JITC and complete testing prior to 28 September 2001.


e. NEW BUSINESS.  The IPTP voted to approve the revised IATO procedures and incorporate them in the IPTP Charter.

ACTION:
· JS J6: Request MCEB Secretariat approve and publish revised IPTP Charter.  



f.  MEETING SUMMARY.  The IPTP Chair summarized and identified actions resulting from the meeting.  Each action item is identified in the above paragraphs.  The next IPTP meeting will be held Thursday, 16 November 2000 at the Pentagon.  The time and location for this meeting will be provided with the agenda.
