1.	Scope





1.1	Purpose





This document contains the Profile Implementation Conformance Statement (Profile ICS) Proformas for X.500 Baseline Directory Services for use in the Defense Message System - Government Open Systems Interconnection Profile (DMS-GOSIP) procurement.





1.2	Requirements





	a.  The DMS-GOSIP procurement requires conformance and interoperability assessment to be performed for products that claim conformance to the X.500 Directory Services protocol standard.  The conformance assessment will be carried out in accordance with (IAW) the DMS Compliance Testing Methodology, following the procedures of the Joint Interoperability Test Command (JITC) Open Systems Environment Testing Laboratory (OSETL).  The Methodology and procedures in turn are based on International Standard ISO/IEC 9646.  IAW the procedures of the (draft) Part 7 of ISO/IEC 9646, an ICS Proforma must be available to produce the ICS.  Interoperability testing IAW the procedures of the DoD interoperability testing methodology also requires a completed ICS.





	b.  IAW the DMS-GOSIP Request for Proposal (RFP), the DMS-GOSIP X.500 Baseline requirements consist of the X.500 base standard requirements plus additional requirements specified in the RFP, in documents referenced in the RFP, and in secondary references.  Since these specifications extend the requirements of the X.500 protocol base standard, a Profile ICS Proforma is required.





1.3	Document Status





	a.  IAW Draft International Standard (DIS) ISO/IEC 9646-7, a Profile ICS Proforma may be based on a Protocol ICS (PICS) Proforma or on another Profile ICS Proforma.  For X.500 and other applicable protocols, the DMS-GOSIP RFP references the Industry/Government Open Systems Specification (IGOSS).  The IGOSS includes a profile for X.500.  To minimize duplication, the DMS-GOSIP X.500 Profile ICS Proformas are based on the existing X.500 IGOSS Profile ICS Proformas.





	b.  This document is provided to satisfy the requirement for the DMS-GOSIP X.500 Profile ICS Proformas, as follows:





		(1)  There is no formal DMS-GOSIP X.500 Profile document.  Although the contents of the Profile ICS Proformas are based on requirements information in the DMS-GOSIP RFP and applicable references, there is no assurance of complete coverage.





		(2)  DIS ISO/IEC 9646-7 requires a Profile ICS Proforma to incorporate Profile Specific ICS proforma tables, as applicable.  Instead of including a complete set of these tables, the Profile ICS Proformas provided herein reference the applicable Technical Area Certifications in the DMS-GOSIP RFP and include certain additional applicable items.

		(3)  DIS ISO/IEC 9646-7 requires a Profile ICS Proforma to reference one or more Information Object ICS Proformas, as applicable.  Since the base X.500 IGOSS Profile ICS Proforma include tables of object classes, attributes, name forms, and content rules, no separate X.500 Information Object ICS Proformas have been developed for IGOSS.  To accommodate additional items of this nature, the X.500 IGOSS Profile ICS Proformas include blank tables.  DMS-GOSIP requirements include requirements for additional items from multiple sources.  For reference, Annex E contains tables of the object classes, attributes, name forms, and content rules specified in the DMS Directory Schema.





		(4)  This document departs to some extent from the Profile ICS Proforma organization and format specified by DIS ISO/IEC 9646-7.  The required content is provided.





		(5)  The DMS-GOSIP RFP specifies four product categories that are required to conform to X.500.  Each of these product categories has a separate profile.  This document applies to all four profiles.  A common set of instructions is provided.  Annexes A through D are four Profile ICS Proformas, one for each product category.





		(6)  The ICS table notation used herein is based on the notation used in the X.500 IGOSS Profile ICS Proforma documents.  No review was conducted to verify full conformance with the notation specified in DIS ISO/IEC 9646-7.
