The process for registering a value is as follows:

1.  Submit values using Field Value Submission Form

a. TRE:  (TRE where the field is located)
b. Field:  (Field where the submitted value will be located)    
c. Value:  (Please submit one value per form.  Be as specific as possible while remaining within the character byte limit for that particular field)

For sensor identification related field values, the requested field value should correlate to a specific sensor.  In other words, for sensor payloads consisting of one sensor, the requested field value should represent this but with the consideration a new sensor replacement to the sensor payload will require a new field value.  If the payload consists of multiple sensors, then the requested field value for the sensor payload should consist of many field values being submitted, one for each sensor (i.e. detection array).  For sensors that are common across ISR programs will be registered only once.  Any exceptions to these rules should be presented in the Rationale section.

d. Description:  (Be as specific as possible.  If using acronyms, please spell out.)

e. Rationale:  (Provide a basic reason(s) why this field is necessary, whether it is in use currently, etc.)

NOTE: For classified submissions, information should be portion marked and security classification guide referenced.  Condition, such as classified associations between components should be noted.

2.  The values are then reviewed internally by the NITFS CTE Facility for validity and to determine whether or not more information is necessary.

[bookmark: _GoBack]3.  Once the NITFS CTE Facility has "signed off" on your values, they are added to the NITFS TRE/Field Value Registry presentation, which is presented at every NTB meeting.

4.  Once presented to the NTB, they are considered "Pending NTB Approval" and they go under a 30 day NTB Community Review.  Silence is considered consent, so if there are no comments or concerns with your submitted values, they will then be considered "NTB Approved/Registered".
